
Professional Role Development I: The Advanced Practice Role

This course provides a foundation for assuming the role of an advance practice nurse. This course provides a 

foundation for professional socialization to advanced practice nursing by emphasizing three main areas: the 

advanced practice nursing role, nursing scholarship, and theoretical foundations of nursing. The course will focus on 

the development and impact of advance practice nursing, theories that guide advance nursing practice, and the 

ethical and legal issues related to health care and advanced nursing practice. Students will examine the advance 

practice role as an integral member of the interprofessional team. Students will also refine skills in verbal and 

written communication as a member of the team and as an emerging scholar.
