Foundations of the DNP Project
3 Credits

This doctoral level course focuses on providing the resources for students to evaluate, translate, and integrate
published research results into clinical practice. Building on previous course work, students will continue to
identify clinical practice problems, develop answerable clinical research questions, search for best evidence, and
appraise evidence using epidemiological, biostatistical, and scientific principles. In addition, students will
integrate best evidence while taking into account patient values and preferences in the planning of answering
clinical questions for advanced nursing practice.
