What is SEFA?
SEFA, the State Employees Federated Appeal, is a joint
venture of State employees, public employee unions,
management and not-for-profit organizations. Through SEFA,
State employees provide much needed funding statewide for
over 4,000 health care and human service agencies. SEFA is
people helping people. It is the ONLY authorized fundraising
campaign among State employees. Your gift through SEFA
reduces the need for participating organizations to conduct
separate fund raising drives.

State employees have established a strong tradition of
supporting SEFA. In 2009-2010, the statewide SEFA Campaign
raised over $9 million — with our Central New York Region
receiving pledges of $917,485. This year, Governor Paterson has
named Kristin Proud, Deputy Director, State Operation, as
Deputy Secretary; Hon. Michael Burgess, Director of the NYS
Office for the Aging as Statewide SEFA 1st Vice Chair; Danny
Donohue, President of the Civil Service Employees Association
is Statewide 1st Vice Chair; Gary Johnson, GOER, Statewide
2nd Vice Chair; Ken Brynien, President of the Public Employees
Federation as Statewide SEFA Labor 1st Vice Chair.

The SEFA Pledge and Payroll Deduction Form makes it easy to
support the nonprofit organizations that help those in need by
offering the contributor several options. Contributors can put their
contribution to work in the county where they are employed,
where they live, or any other community that they desire. Simply
select the appropriate SEFA Campaign Area Code listed on the
back of the pledge form and insert it in the appropriate space on
the front of the form.

Designation Information
You may designate your gift to a particular agency or federation.
It is one way of showing your support for that particular
charitable organization or cause. However, some contributors
choose not to designate their gift to a particular charity. These
funds are distributed at the direction of the local SEFA
Committee in accordance with SEFA regulations. This year, an
undesignated gift will be shared among all agencies receiving a
designated gift.

Contributors who wish to make an anonymous gift, may do so by
enclosing either a personal check made out to SEFA or by
enclosing cash in a State envelope which shall remain sealed
until delivered to campaign headquarters.

SEFA – Efficient – Effective – Accountable
Because we rely on State employee volunteers, SEFA
campaigns operate at the lowest cost possible. SEFA regulations
set a maximum limit of 15% on a campaign’s fundraising and
administrative costs. Here in the Central New York Region, SEFA
campaign costs are 9.5 cents of each dollar raised. It is through
the dedication and hard work of the SEFA volunteers that we are
able to apply most of your contributions directly to the service
organizations, not to administrative costs.

To assure fiscal and professional integrity, your campaign
committee, made up of representatives from the State employee
unions, management, and not-for-profit organizations, carefully
review and monitor the organizations that are funded by your gift.
State employees have the majority vote on the Committee. This
year, the Committee has voted to distribute the undesignated
funds among all eligible agencies based on their percent of
designations.

United Way of the Central New York administers the State
Employees Federated Appeal (SEFA) in the Central New York
Region, under the direction of the SEFA Committee.
Contributions to the SEFA campaign are reported in the annual
financial reports of the United Way of Central New York, which
distributes them to participating charities.

SEFA was
established to provide a system that encourages choice by
offering you the opportunity to choose where your money goes
and also to offer the convenience of payroll deduction.

Pledge Form
This year, the Central New York Region SEFA will be using an
8.5” x 11” form specifically designed for laser printing of
employee information. A sample and instructions about the form
follows.

Completing the Laser Pledge Form
PART I: State Agency Copy: All employee information should
already be filled in. If not, please fill in whatever may be missing.
Do not cross out the preprinted Federated Code. If you plan to
make a payroll deduction pledge, use SECTION A, then date
and sign the form. Use SECTION B or C for check or cash gifts.

PART II: SEFA Headquarters Copy: Your employee information
should already be filled in. If not, please fill in whatever may be
missing, especially your daytime telephone number so SEFA can
call you if there is a question. Please do not cross out the
preprinted Federated Code. Copy your contribution method(s)
and amount from PART I.

If you would like the local SEFA Committee to distribute your
contribution to a wide variety of agencies within the local
campaign, you need do nothing further. However, if you wish to
receive a thank you for your SEFA gift, please complete the
home address information at the bottom of this section of the
pledge form.

If you want to direct your gift to a specific agency or county,
please write in the seven or eight digit agency code number, or
a two-digit county code number. Specific agency codes are
different for each local SEFA, so please refer to the local SEFA
brochure for the correct agency code number, refer to the back
of the pledge form for county code numbers, or call Central New
York SEFA headquarters at 315-428-2216 for assistance.

PART III: Keep for your records: Fill in your total contribution
amount and method of giving as noted above. Tear off and keep
for your records. Your gift to SEFA is 100% tax deductible. This
section will serve as your receipt for tax purposes only if the gift
type is cash. Cancelled checks and year to date deductions on
your pay stub will fulfill documentation requirements for income
tax purposes.

A statewide charity represented by “999” followed by five numbers in the numbering system is one that has successfully applied to the SEFA Council as a statewide
charity. If accepted this charity can prove that it spends $62,000 on program services statewide.
Local
A local charity represented by two numbers followed by five numbers in the numbering system that has successfully applied to the Local SEFA Committee. If accepted
this charity can prove that it spends $1,000 in program services within that local campaign.
