SLP STUDENT WEEKLY OBJECTIVES
SENIOR LEVEL
The following is a suggested guideline.   Each student will advance at his/her own pace as determined by the CI’s assessment and student ability, building on skills from the previous week.  The student’s skills will be evaluated through verbal communication, observation, and documentation by the CI with possible input from other departmental personnel.   All duties will be under the direct supervision of the CI.    The supervisory focus will be directed towards facilitation of independent professional behavior, examination, treatment and problem solving.  It is the student’s responsibility for the integration of learning.  

Week 1:

      -     Student attends orientation to the department and clinical area

· Student completes medilinks orientation
· Student/CI reviews outcome measures used in clinical area

· Student attends team meetings/rounds

· Student develops problem list for patients examined by CI
· Student will assist CI with treatment of established caseload

· Student demonstrates professional appearance and behavior
Week 2 thru midterm:
· Student reviews daily treatment plans with CI 

· Student completes documentation on patient with assist from CI
· Student begins discussion of topic for in-service presentation
· Student completes weekly summary and reviews with CI
· Student prepares information for patient care rounds  

· Student completes patient documentation with minimal assist of CI
· Student will demonstrate proper body mechanics and safety awareness
· Student assumes increasing independence with managing daily schedule
· Student completes patient evaluation with minimal assist from CI
· Student completes self assessment mid-term and reviews with CI

· Student communicates appropriately with patients, staff, clinical educators, physicians and other healthcare professionals

· Student assumes increasing responsibility for treatment of CI caseload to achieve 50-60% at midterm
Mid-term through final evaluation:
· Student assumes increasing responsibility for treatment of CI caseload to achieve 95-100% at final week
· Student presents evidence based in-service with topic that is approved by CI
· Student demonstrates ability to discharge patients appropriately with supporting documentation
· Student prepares self final evaluation and discusses with clinical coordinator 
· Student needs minimal to no reminders for schedule documentation deadlines
· Student completes weekly summary and reviews with CI
· Student independently seeks out new learning experiences and assumes responsibility for learning
· Student demonstrates ability to delegate tasks to support personnel including CI

· Student completes site evaluation and discusses with clinical coordinator
